Language of Instruction

The English Studies (BA / MA) programme is entirely taught in English.
The main language of instruction in the other programmes at the Faculty of
Arts and Humanities is German.

Some English-taught courses are usually offered in African Studies, Archae-
ology (Master), China Studies (Master), Digital Humanities (Master), His-
tory (Master), Linguistics & Phonetics, Media Culture Studies, Musicology,
Philosophy, Social and Cultural Anthropology.

The following programmes also offer a few courses in other languages: Dutch

German as a Foreign
Language (DaF) Courses

Short-term students can participate in one free German language course per
semester during their stay at UoC.

hours per week during the semester (9 ECTS)

mester, will be charged a course fee of 250€ for the second course.
